PRE-GAME ADMINISTRATION

Game Process

· attempt to contact/arrive with assigned crew members if possible

· upon arriving at stadium/field at least 30 minutes prior to game, locate pay sheet & complete

· pay sheet may be at ticket booth at entrance if access to field is controlled 

· or may be in the officials’ locker room or provided on the field at pre-game process

· be thorough in identifying your part in the game; middle referee, assistant referee/linesman etc.

· show specific fee for match responsibility, show mileage and number of referees for mileage calculation; 
· pre-game process- on the field (15mins prior to kickoff)
· meet with coaches & administrator; ball retrievers, time keeper

· give coaches your referee crew cards – Our chapter’s trademark of professionalism

· meet with team captains (coin toss, sportsmanship talk)
The Match

· know the rules, review the NFHS Rules regularly, including NFHS Official Soccer Signals

· officials conduct – respect to coaches and players

· crowd control; basically responsibility of administrator, but coach may take initiative

· clock stoppages, adding time at end of game

· official clock malfunction – referee official time on field after advising coaches

· referee is in control 15 minutes prior and upon entering field, and until referee leaves field; has complete authority to handle misconduct prior to, during and after match while on field

· notify player and both coaches as to the reason for the caution or disqualification

· leave pitch immediately upon conclusion of match; do not socialize with players or coaches

· leave venue and walk to parking area as a crew if possible to ensure security

· shoot-out procedure:
3-person system

Dual system

Post Game

· soccer game report completion, do as much of this as possible before match or at half-time, finish final details of game report after match, document misconduct

· do not return game reports to coach, leave game reports with the administrator or in the officials dressing room, or other designated location agreed on prior to the match

Other Administrative Matters

· incorrect or non-payment from school; call your Area Representative
· upon completion of soccer season all referees owe Bonnie her Referee Assignor’s fees; no exceptions are allowed.
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
